Estimated timeframe: 1 block (60 minutes)
Unit: Contemporary Life – Celebrations


Course:  Spanish I
	Lesson Components

	Lesson Objectives: 
· Students will be able to discuss celebrations, customs and traditions in the Spanish-speaking world.

· Students will be able to compare the above to their own traditions.
Language Objectives:  
Interpretive – Listen to videos from SpinTX of native speakers talking about celebrations.
Interpersonal – Work with a partner to create an interview.
Presentational – Work with a partner to create a Spanish party invitation and present it to the class.

· What are important celebrations, customs, and traditions in the Spanish-speaking world? How do these compare to my own traditions? Why are they important?

	Differentiation Strategies



	Special Education: Students will work in mixed ability groups and pairs.  
English Language Learners: Students may have unlimited access to anchors of support.  
Extension for Learning:  Students may volunteer to assume a literature circle role that is the most challenging and agreed upon by the group.  Students may choose to research a holiday from a Spanish-speaking country not discussed in the lesson to share with the class at the next meeting.

	Lesson Cycle

	Engage

	Hook: 5 minutes
Lead the students into a Four Corners activity.  Label and identify each corner of the classroom with the following:  Me gusta celebrar, No me gusta celebrar, A mis amigos les gusta celebrar, A mi familia le gusta celebrar.  Using a list of American holidays, say them one at a time and instruct students to rotate to the corner that best describes their feeling toward that holiday.  Discuss.  Once the list is exhausted, ask students if there are any holidays they celebrate that were not called out.  This should lead into a good discussion about holidays that are specific to different cultures.  


	Lesson stages

	Guided Practice:  (interpretive task) – 5 minutes
Distribute the handout of vocabulary for this lesson.  Work with the class to practice pronunciation of the new vocabulary words.  Put students into pairs and have them practice the new words.  

Show the video of Laura D. from El Paso (Tradiciones son varias) without the transcript and have students write down words they recognize on a blank sheet of paper.  Discuss.  Show the video a second time with the transcript and have students note on their handout which four holidays/events were mentioned.  Discuss.  Ask students if they noticed anything interesting about her response and begin a discussion about what they heard that supports the title of the video:  Tradiciones son varias.  

Independent Practice:  (interpretive task) – 30 minutes
Explain to the class that they will view authentic videos of native speakers talking about celebrations in which they partake.  Divide the class into 6 groups.  

Each group will be assigned one of the remaining six videos:
Rosa H. from San Antonio (Celebrando una boda mexicana)

Alessandra G. from San Antonio (A mi mamá…)
Anthony H. from Central (Celebrando el día de la Virgen de Guadalupe)

Ambar E. from Central (Cuando celebro la Navidad…en Matamoros

Raúl F. from El Paso (Hacemos fiestas…)

Alicia M. from El Paso (La tradición de Navidad) 

Each group will be responsible for viewing and interacting with their assigned video clip and sharing their findings with the whole class.  The groups will work under the “literature circles” model, but will use the information in the authentic video clip as their piece of literature to evaluate.  

Each group will have the following roles:  
The Summarizer*
The Questioner

The Visualizer

The Connector

The Comprehension Monitor*

The Synthesizer*

The roles with the asterisks are mandatory, but you may permit the students to choose from the remaining roles based on how many students are in the groups.  However, when the groups present, they must present in the order as listed above.  
Following is the information that each student, in their role, must share with the class.  Remind students that their presentation must stay aligned with the lesson objective.  
The Summarizer:  What was the main idea of the video clip?  Be prepared to give a brief summary of the information in the video.  
The Questioner:  What questions did you have before, during and after the viewing of the clip?  Use open-ended questions that begin with “why”, “how” or “If…”

The Visualizer:  How can you illustrate the information in the video with a picture or a mind map?  Try to use as many senses as you can (see, hear, feel, smell and taste) and be prepared to explain your drawing and why you chose to illustrate it that way.

The Connector:  What did the information you heard in the video remind you of?  How is it connected to your own life?  To world events?  To things that happened in your neighborhood or your school?  

The Comprehension Monitor:  What were some words, phrases or sentences that you did not understand?  What strategies did you use to make sense of these?  
The Synthesizer:  What is the theme or message that the speaker in the video is trying to convey?  Which parts of the speaker’s answer would you do differently and why?  What new thinking have you gained from the video?
As students present, they will show their video with the transcript and then share their findings in order of their roles.  Have the two groups with videos of speakers from San Antonio present first and ask the class what similarities/differences they notice in the speech of those speakers in the videos.  Then have the two groups with videos of speakers from Central present next and repeat the same process.  Do the same after the groups with videos of speakers from El Paso present.  Note that these presentations and discussions will be done in English since students will not have the ability at this point to convey such ideas in Spanish.  Since the task though is interpretive, you can still check for understanding based on what they present in English.  
Independent Practice:  (interpersonal task) – 20 minutes
Now put students into pairs.  Each pair will now be instructed to choose one of the seven videos that were shown in class from the SpinTX website.  In their pairs, students must decide who will be the interviewer and who will be the interviewee.  They must collaboratively develop a minimum of 3 questions the interviewer will ask, based on the video clip, along with a minimum of 3 responses based on the video clip.  It is important that these role-plays maintain the integrity of the information that the speaker in each clip conveyed.  Each dialogue should begin with questions asking for the interviewee’s name and where they are from.  This however does not count toward the 3 required Q&As.  Students will present their dialogue to the class, without reading their questions and answers word for word.  Encourage students to develop questions that stem from but go beyond the information in the video clip, as opposed to simple recall questions from the video.  Refer students to the interrogative words poster for help formulating their questions.  
Independent Practice:  (presentational task) –  to be completed outside of class
Students will now work in the same pairs to jointly throw a party to celebrate an event that was mentioned in the video clip they chose for their dialogue.  They may use evite.com or other digital invitation resource to create an invitation in Spanish inviting you, the teacher, to come to their celebration.  Be sure to provide a rubric so that students know the criteria for the invitation, such as inclusion of activities or foods provided, or even the history and culture surrounding the celebration.  They will email you the invitation with both students in the pair as the hosts of the party.  You will then print out the invitations to post around the classroom for the next meeting.  As the warm up activity for the next class, have students present their invitations to the class and let the class vote on which party they would most likely attend.  


	Closure Activity

	Have each student complete an exit ticket stating one similarity and one difference between how they celebrate an event compared to what they learned from the videos.  You can collect these slips.
